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Narrative Report 

 
GROW GREEN initiative by NSS Unit of JSS University 

 

NSS Unit of Jagadguru Sri Shivarathreeshwara University, Mysuru initiated a GROW GREEN movement. 

As a part of this initiative, Seed Ball Sowing program was organized on Sunday 16th July 2017 at 

Muthathi Forest, Malavalli Tq, Mandya Dt. The program was jointly organized by NSS Unit of JSS 

University, NSS Unit of Maharani’s College, Mysuru and Vruksha Ropana 2017, an volunteer 

organization, Halaguru, Malavalli Tq, Mandya Dt. About 4 lakh seed balls were sowed in Muthathi forest 

stretching around 12 km deep inside the forest.
